She completed a clinical internship at Ypsilanti State Hospital working with chronically mentally ill adults and adolescents and has clinical work experience at the Neuropsychiatric Institute of the University of Michigan Hospital working with emotionally disturbed adolescents and as a consultant for work with the elderly. Professor Crowe also holds teacher certification in music education K-12 completing student teaching at Beekman School for Trainable Mentally Retarded in Lansing, MI.

2. Jim Dziwak- MFT, MT-BC, is a licensed Marriage and Family Therapist in California and a Board Certified Music Therapist.

What is Programme Movie Music Methodology? As a psychotherapeutic adjunct, it's a process that uses prerecorded Movie Music to contain and reflect issues in therapy to diagnosis and decrease difficulties such as depression, anxiety, and stress. A theoretical orientation called the Whole Person Triangle has its roots in Rational-Emotive Therapy, as described by Albert Ellis. This methodology focuses on resolving emotional dysfunction in conjunction with a cognitive-behavioral model and strives for a better quality of life.
